1. Allow corner guards to reach room temperature before
installing. The wall surface that the corner guards are to
be applied must be dry and free of dirt, dust, oil, loose

Y 2. TAPE-ON INSTALLATION

Peel the paper release backing from the corner guard.
Starting at the bottom, position the corner guard on the
wall. Apply firm pressure to the entire surface of the
corner guard to ensure a firm bond. An extension roller
will aid this step. See Figure 1.

GUARD 3. WITHOUT TAPE INSTALLATION
When adhering to textured or difficult surfaces, such as
glazed block or wallpaper, use IPC #535 Heavy-Duty
Adhesive to adhere corner guards. Apply a bead of IPC
#535 in a zig-zag pattern over the back of the corner
_ guard. See Figure 2a. Immediately position corner guard
COVEBAS\ H on the wall and apply pressure until a tight fit is achieved.
An extension roller will aid this step. See Figure 2b.
